The Soaper 5 superheroes each champion a positive behaviour that helps to keep the virus
at bay They are: Virus Screener Varun for checking your temperature daily; Mask Up Mei
Mei for wearing a mask; Super Soaper Soffy for washing your hands; Hands Down Hana for
not touching your face with your hands, and Wipe Up Wilson for keeping surfaces clean.

Over the last few months, the Soaper 5 have also guided students on good practices during
Home-Based Learning and reminded them to look after their friends and family. They have
been featured on banners, posters, cartoons and in educational material.
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The Soaper 5, conceptualised to help children remember simple hygiene rules, also remind
people that everyone — even the youngest in our community — can play a part in the fight
against COVID-19.
